This great fact has at last been recognized by our
national government and a bill has been prepared for Con-
gress and introduced into the Senate by Senator Hoke
Smith, ehairman of the committee of education and labor.

The scope and breadth of vision which inspired the
bill is indicated in the preamble, which reads as follows:
